Medical Insurance

Two kinds of medical insurance are offered: Student Insurance and National Health Insurance (NHI). Foreign Student Insurance will cover the new arrival after the registration day.  Foreign students with ARC who have stayed in Taiwan for more than four months are required to enroll in National Health Insurance. The office of Oversea Chinese and Foreign Student will transfer the medical insurance to National Heath Insurance (NHI) for those staying for more than four months. The premium for Foreign Student Insurance is around NT$200 and for NHI is NT$604 per month. These costs are itemized on the tuition bill.

The Student Insurance covers clinic visit and hospitalization. The cost of medical service will be reimbursed to the beneficiaries after the submission of receipts to the insurance company via the Office of Overseas Chinese and Foreign Students.

The NHI covers clinical visit, hospitalization and childbirth. NHI contracted health care provider provides these medical services. A personalized insurance card is required for the service. The NHI insurance card can be picked up at the Office of Overseas Chinese and Foreign Students. Foreign students transferred from other university or institution need to go to the Office of Overseas Chinese and Foreign Students to transfer their insurance registration from the previous organization to Tsing Hua University.

Foreign students can also purchase the NHI for his (or her) spouse and family members through the Office of Overseas Chinese and Foreign Students. However, the Student Insurance is not available to the family members of foreign students.
