Status of Visa       

For entering Taiwan, two kinds of visa are issued by Taiwan Government, i.e. visitor visa and resident visa. However, an Alien Resident Certificate (ARC) is required for staying Taiwan for an extended period.  ARC lasts for one year and application for extension should be filed ten days prior to the expiration of ARC.

If you hold a resident visa, you can apply for ARC directly. The application has to be submitted within 15 days after your arrival.  It takes one week for the approval of ARC application.  If you hold a visitor visa, you need the visitor visa to resident visa before you apply for ARC. The application can only be done after the registration. Two weeks is required to get the resident visa. With a visitor visa, you may stay in Taiwan for sixty days and applications for a maximum of two extensions can be filed at the city police bureau.  If you arrive at Taiwan sixty days prior registration, be sure to apply for an extension. 


If you plan to leave Taiwan temporary, a re-entry permit is required.  The re-entry permit can be applied at City Police Bureau at Hsin Chu with the following documents: ARC, Passport, and Student ID Card (original and copy)
