Guidelines for Award of Foreign Student Scholarship at

National Tsing Hua University                                   Amended 2005/ 05/25
1. The scholarship will be granted based on the “Guidelines for the Award of Scholarship to Foreign students” issued by the Ministry of Education (MOE).

2. Source and Management: The source of Foreign Student Scholarship at National Tsing Hua University (NTHU) is the MOE . The amount of foreign student scholarship is on the basis of the number of foreign students at NTHU. The office of the Overseas Chinese and Foreign Students (OCFS) will complete the administration work.

3. Scholarship Duration: The Foreign Student Scholarship is awarded for every recipient for one year (from September to next August). 
4. Eligibility:

4.1 For attracting foreign students, the first year masters or doctoral students take priority.  The recipients should take Chinese courses with totally 4 credits and should not apply for any other scholarships at NTHU.

4.2 The second or above year students are eligible.

4.3 The recipients of Taiwan Scholarship, IMBA scholarship, Taiwan International Graduate Program from SINICA and any other scholarships offered by government are not eligible.

5. Assessing Procedure:

5.1 The first year masters or doctoral students can apply for the scholarship while applying for admission.

5.2 The second or above year students should submit their application between June 1 to June 15 .
5.3 The second or above year students are required to submit the application form (available on the OCFS website), the academic transcript, the proposal and the advisor’s recommendation letter, to OCFS.

6. Scholarship Allocation: 

Dean of Academic Affairs convenes an award committee annually to allocate the amount, numbers, and recipients before June 30.  The committee representatives are Dean of Student Affairs, Dean of Research and Development Office, Director of Division of International & Continuing Education, Director of OCFS, and Director of Academic Cooperation.

7. Termination: Dean of Academic Affairs can terminate the scholarship in case of any academic failure or improper behavior.  The scholarship will be cancelled, if the recipients apply for leaves of absence, dismissal or graduation. The student can not claim the scholarship after the reinstatement.    

8.  These English guidelines are adopted in Chinese. The Chinese original shall over the English version, in case of any discrepancy.
